The 29th
Annual Bob Lockard Memorial will kick-off the week leading up to the Last Stand event this Saturday
beginning with the Mazon Speedbowl/Grundy County Speedway Hall of Fame induoctions at 3pm. The
UMARA midgets and Dwarf Cars, along with the INEX Legend Cars then take to the track for practice
and qualifying with the first race beginning at 7:30pm.

The racing action is sure to be exciting as it is the final points race for all UMARA divisions. Mario
Clouser will attempt to protect his small 32 point lead over Aaron Andruskevitch in the National midget
division. With Clouser struggling the past couple of weeks and Andruskevitch coming off of a great
night just two weeks ago when he broke the three year old track record, won his heat race and finished
second in the 30-lap feature event, both will have their work cut out for them. “Tt would be great to be
able to pull it (the championship) off this weekend™ Andruskevitch says. “We’ve worked so hard on the
car and the setups this season and we"ve gotten a little better each week. Qualifying has been our strong
point, but the feature is where it counts™,

13 year-old Sportsman midget phenom, Taylor Ferns, of Shelby Township, Michigan, is poised to
become only the second woman in UMARA history be referred to as “Champion”. The rookie, Ferns
has dominated the Sportsman midget division this season and holds a 440 point lead over fellow rookie
Eric Potter of Morris. Ferns will become only the second woman to win a UMARA championship since
Sue Spencer clinched her fifth championship in 2003,

In the UMARA Ford Focus midgets Joe Liguori, grandson of racing legend “Ralphie the Racer™ Liguori,
leads Jimmy Simpson by only 49 points heading into the seasons final points event. Tyler Cottongim
sits only nine points behind Simpson and 58 behind Liguori. The threesome have waged some exciting
battles in the last month and there is no reason to believe that Saturday’s racing will be any less exciting,
UMARA Dwarf Car driver Nick Odell of New Lenox hopes to clinch his second series title in as many
years as he holds a 109 point lead over Joliet's Mike Anderson.

Drivers being inducted into the hall of fame Saturday include former UMARA midget champ Danny
“The Kid" Pens, former midget and USAC Silver Crown car-owner Tim Delrose, former UMARA
announcer and Public Relations director Tom Arthur, stock car driver Robert “Red” Carhardt and
two-time Joliet Memorial Stadium champion Tony Lenti to name a few. The Hall of Fame also contains
a collection of over 3,000 photos of both midget and stock car drivers from every era. The photos will
be on display throughout the entire Labor Day weekend, beginning at noon on Friday.
